A Nutrition Program at ReVision House and the Urban Farm

ReVision Urban Farm was originally established at ReVision House to provide shelter families with access to
an array of fresh fruits and vegetables. While access to farm fresh produce enriches the range and diversity
of dishes that can be prepared and consumed, many of the young women who come to the shelter have

minimal experience cooking nutritious meals for their families.

This year, Victory Programs Center
for Health and Wellness worked

with staff at ReVision House and

the Urban Farm to pilot a program
designed to connect new information
on documented racial and ethnic
health disparities with workshops

on nutrition and cooking for the
families at ReVision House. Though
the information on disparities can
be alarming, it empowers young
mothers (the majority are younger
than 24 years) to appreciate the
choices they have to make for

their families. Comparing what

they learn with the experiences of
others helps them see the connection
between their own lifestyle choices
and health.

During the pilot program, a part-
time family nutritionist worked

with shelter residents in workshops,
cooking nutritionally balanced meals
and making healthy snacks. The
nutritionist encouraged the women,
who represent a diverse racial

and ethnic mix, to showcase their
individual cooking traditions. We
discovered that the women respond

information on family nutrition,
nutritional value of foods, and food
shopping, as well as safety and
various preparation techniques.

We learned a number of things from
the pilot program. First, we learned
that there would be tremendous
value to all our clients if we were able
to provide consistent and up-to-date
nutritional and health information
in the context of an engaging skill
building activity. More than seventy
percent of Victory Programs clients
are homeless upon admission, and
the majority have been homeless
for more than half of their lives.

medicine. Today, the Center continues to offer acupuncture
both on-site and in programs, and has made yoga
available in several sites. HIV Counseling and Testing
brings that service to all programs, and provides groups
that help people to be well informed and make healthier
life choices.

that individuals and families affected by HIV/AIDS are able
to access the services that they need. The Homelessness
Prevention Initiative addresses a critical need for virtually
all our clients, assisting them to obtain and maintain safe
and appropriate housing.

In January 2008 the Center will begin to offer weekly
drop-in groups for anyone who has been in a VPI program,
and additional groups (e.g. HIV and Hepatitis C support)
are planned for the coming year.

TASHA S STORY
A Family s Path to Recovery

Tasha is a survivor of childhood abuse and

a victim of many crimes. For as long as she
can remember, she has been surrounded by
drugs and alcohol. Her mother used drugs
heavily, and Tasha started to use when she
was just 15 years old.

At age 20, Tasha entered her rst detox
program, Women s Hope. From there, she
moved on to Shepherd House, the same
program that had helped her mother many
years before. Tasha even worked with the
same counselor who helped her mother on
her path to recovery.

After spending 22 months in a sober living
program, Tasha rented her own apartment.
When she found herself in an unhealthy
relationship, she began using drugs again.
Soon she re-entered treatment at Shepherd
House, but this time she was ready to
commit fully to her recovery. Now, Tasha
has been clean for more than two years.
She returned to school and has begun to live
independently for the rst time in her life.

Tasha attributes her recovery to a strong
support system of counselors, friends and
family. Though in his father s care, her son
has always been a large part of her life.

| can remember crying because | d spent
all the money, and he comforted me and
said, Mom, its okay. | ve been homeless,
prostituted myself, but have always had
him in my life, Tasha says.

Today, Tasha s son has a full scholarship
to college and keeps a part-time job. He is
supportive of people in recovery and even
attends recovery meetings with his mother.
He doesn t think people who take drugs
are bad people, he thinks they need help.
For him, there is no smoking, no drinking,
and no drugs, she says. He has changed
friends because he doesn t want it around
him. He knows where it would lead him.
He understands what we ve been through
as a family.

Strengthening Families, Rebuilding Lives

In recent years, the need
for family housing in Boston
has grown more desperate.
Programs simply do not
have the resources to
accommodate families, and
few programs allow a woman
to enter substance abuse
treatment with her children.
At Victory Programs, we ve
seen rsthand the positive
impact of keeping families
intact while a mother works
toward her recovery. So
when we recognized a need
for a residential substance
abuse treatment facility for
families in Boston, we made
nding a space for a new
family program a top priority.

In one of the most signi cant
projects in our 32 year history,
contractor Lee Kennedy, Co.
and architects TRO Jung
Brannen helped us to transform
a formerly neglected basement

into an inviting space for families in
need. With the help of John Auerbach,
now Massachusetts Department of
Public Health Commissioner, Victory
Programs secured 10,000 square feet
of unused space in the basement of the
former Boston City Hospital located on
Long Island, one of the most beautiful
and accessible of the Boston Harbor
islands. We named the facility Joelyns
Family Home.

Throughout the restoration project,
Victory Programs worked closely with
architects and design teams to ensure
that the new space would be conducive
to recovery and aesthetically pleasing.
The pastel color scheme is calming
and serene, and all 15 bedrooms are
brightened by colorful bedding and art.
The walls are lined with vibrant and
inspirational paintings. Two indoor
recreational rooms are lled with toys

and games for children and teenagers. In

the kitchen, a long line of windows Ils
the room with sunlight and gives way to
a panoramic view of the city of Boston.

At Joelyns Family Home, a woman
no longer has to make the dif cult
choice between seeking treatment and
remaining with her children. Families
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can work together with counselors
and staff to keep their family intact,
while simultaneously addressing
substance use disorder. The children
become a source of inspiration while
mom is working toward recovery. It
is our hope that the services provided
at Joelyns Family Home will provide
a solid foundation and ensure that
mothers and children transition safely
into their new lives together.

All in a Day s Work

A Community Comes Together to Build

a Playground of Hope

This past March, Victory Programs was awarded a grant from KaBOOM!
that envisions a great place to play within walking distance of every child in America

a national nonpro t organization
to build a state-of-the

art playground at Joelyn s Family Home. The project was funded in part by The Home Depot, which has committed
$25 million to KaBOOM! to help create and refurbish 1,000 play spaces in 1,000 days.

In recent years, Victory Programs has implemented a
nurturing curriculum in its family programs. One of the
critical aspects of this curriculum is to teach parents the
importance of play. While play is important for all children,
it is critical for children whose families have been affected
by addiction. When we learned that KaBOOM! was looking
to build a playground in the Boston area, we knew it was
our call to action.

Victory Programs involved staff, friends, clients and
children throughout the community-build process. Jenn,
a Victory Programs client and mother, assisted with the
application process by contributing a letter of support
that ultimately helped secure funding for the playground.
She wrote, a playground is a place for kids to be kids
and have some fun adults may even turn into kids for
a while and have a great time playing.

The playgrounds design was inspired by childrens drawings
that were created at a Design Day, where 15 children

from Boston neighborhoods drew pictures of their dream
playground. Favorite elements included slides, monkey bars,
re trucks and swings.

In May, Victory Programs staff and supporters joined
150 Home Depot associates and built the brightly-colored
playground in just seven hours. Ten teenagers and staff
from a neighboring substance abuse program helped by
shoveling massive piles of safety surfacing material to
the new play area. What had originally seemed like an
impossible feat was made possible with the enthusiasm
and generosity of the community. The playground is a
welcoming and inspirational addition to the culture

of recovery already present on Long Island.

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Housing First Comes Alive

at Victory Programs
Victory Housing on Warren Street

When a signi cant shortage of affordable housing was identi ed in Boston, Victory Programs was prepared
to respond. Just as we ve done throughout our 32 year history, we began adjusting our services in response

to this emerging health problem.

In June 2007, our Board of
Directors unanimously approved
Housing First as Victory Programs
number one priority in our new
strategic plan. This meant that

in the coming years we would
focus much of our agencys
resources on expanding our
services to those most in need

of housing, including our clients.

Just one month after the strategic
plan had been nalized, Victory
Programs learned that 14 low-
income housing units in Roxbury
were facing foreclosure. Of cially
launching our new Housing First
Initiative, we teamed up with city
and state entities to save the two
brownstone apartment buildings.
Following a competitive bidding

process, Victory Programs was
selected as the new manager

of the properties, Victory Housing
on Warren Street.

At Victory Housing tenants will
live independently, but also have
full access to the support services
necessary to ensure that their
housing is retained. Tenants

will contribute thirty percent of
their income toward rent with
the remainder subsidized by

the federal Housing and Urban
Development agency. Access to
public transportation and the
downtown district will facilitate
commuting to and from work.
Additionally, the hope is that
tenants will become invested

in the house and one anothers

well-being, creating a healthy
sense of community and mutual
support. As at all of our programs,
tenants at Victory Housing will
set their own goals and be fully
invested in their own care.

Victory Housing on Warren Street
will open in mid 2008 and will
provide permanent supportive
housing for those who are facing
chronic homelessness, while giving
priority to those living with chronic
health issues. Victory Programs

is prepared to continue expanding
our Housing First Initiative in
Boston in the years to come.

Last year, we assisted
more than 415 families in gaining access to permanent housing and will continue to make
Housing First an agency-wide priority.
